
pages which obviously 
had juror information on 
them. I could hear them 
saying to themselves, 
ñHey, this guy is a 
Catholic priest!!ò They 
looked at me, then at the 
paper and me once 
again. This went on for 
what seemed to last an 
eternity, although I knew 
it was just a few sec-
onds. I was somewhat 
amused at the whole 
thing. Then they called 
the last name and the 
selection was complete.  
It was now time for jury 
questioning or what they 
call ñvoir direò.  In other 
words, each side wants 
jurors friendly to them 
and their reasoning. I 
said to myself, ñThis is 
where Iôll be cut.ò  The 
questioning lasted about 
20 minutes. I was asked 
by one attorney how he 
should address me. I 
thought this was odd 
since I was not here as a 
representative of the 
Church, but as a citizen 
doing my civic duty. I 
told him I had a first 
name. The only question 
I was asked was if my 
faith would prevent me 
from being impartial. I 
said no. After all, my 
faith was not on trial, the 
gentleman at the center 
table was.

Since February, I have had 
jury duty. I am in the jury pool 
for the Pulaski County 4

th
 

Division Circuit Court.  I am 
called about once a month 
for duty. My term will expire 
at the end of July. Below is 
my reflection on my experi-
ence as a juror. 
 
 Waiting in the hall way out-
side the court room anticipat-
ing my first call to jury duty in 
over 10 years was an inter-
esting experience. I looked 
around at the almost 50 of us 
and I sized up that this bunch 
was truly a reflection of soci-
ety. All colors, shapes and 
sizes were represented. I 
could not help but think, ñAre 
there any other ministers in 
this jury pool? Should I have 
worn my clerics and scared 
them all off?  Would my 
name be called as one of the 
twelve? Would I be kept as a 
juror or would I be sent home 
as an undesirable juror?ò 
The doors of the court room 
soon opened and we all en-
tered a large room. I sat in 
what appeared to be old 
church pews. I said to my-
self, ñIsnôt this ironic.ò The 
large room resembled what I 
have often seen on TV. I 
could almost imagine Judge 
Judy sitting in the judgeôs 
seat. We all stood as the 
Judge entered the room. We 
all took our oath and then roll 
call was taken. I looked 
around at the room thinking 

to myself, ñThis is our legal 
system at work.ò The court 
room was quiet as the judge 
explained the charges 
against the defendant. It was 
a felony case involving 
weapons. ñSurely, they 
would not want a priest as a 
juror involving gunsò, I said 
to myself. At this point the 
process of selecting 12 ju-
rors began. The process of 
selecting the 12 reminded 
me of a bingo game. The 
clerkôs aid pulled from a bas-
ket what seemed to be a 
chip. Each chip had a num-
ber which corresponded to a 
potential juror. As it began, I 
said to myself, ñI never win 
at lottery games. Iôm safe.ò  
One by one a name was 
called and each individual 
was required to take a seat 
in the jury box. 
OneéTwoéThreeéFouré
Five. ñGood, so far Iôm safeò. 
Sixé.SevenéEighté.Nine
éTen. Only two more!! 
ElevenéJohn Connell. [She 
even pronounced my last 
name correctly] ñWhy does-
nôt this work when I buy a 
lottery ticket?ò I got up from 
the pew and took my place 
in chair # 11. The courtroom 
looked completely different 
from this angle. I could see 
the judgeôs every movement. 
I could see the face of the 
defendant as he looked in-
tently at all the jurors. I could 
see the attorneys as they 
awkwardly flipped through 
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After questioning, the attor-
neys from both sides went 
into what resembled a hud-
dle to determine which of 
the 12 they wanted thrown 
off. Naturally, about 6 ju-
rors were asked to step 
down. Not me. I was ap-
proved. ñMy God, I canôt 
believe it. If only I could 
have left right there and 
then and headed to the 
nearest convenient store 
and bought a lottery ticket.ò 
I would be a millionaire 
today!!  
 Each juror re-
ceived a badge and we 
were given our instructions 
of what we could do and 
not do. As the case pro-
ceeded I did my duty and 
became juror #11.  
 About a month 
later, I once again entered 
the courtroom with the 60 
or so jurors. This time, I 
recognized faces. Some 
from the pool and some 
from the jury I sat on last 
month. This time every-
thing looked familiar and I 
did not imagine Judge 
Judy, I could see the gray-
haired judge sitting at his 
own bench. The procedure 
once again took place.

ñMy God, what luck I 
have!!ò  This time the 
charges were robbery and 
drug possession. After 
questioning, 10 jurors were 
asked to step down. Not I!! 
What was it about me they 
liked? If I could figure it 
out, I could perhaps 
change whatever I was 
doing or saying. There 
were no real challenging 
questions to me. I was 
asked if I understood what 
óbeyond a reasonable 
doubtô meant. I said yes. 

Apparently short answers 
are preferred.  
 Each juror re-
ceived a badge and we 
were given our instructions 
of what we could do and 
not do. As the case pro-
ceeded I did my duty and 
became juror #9. 
 I entered the court-
room again. The place was 
looking more and more like 
an old den that hadnôt been 
remodeled since 1975. The 
paneling, chairs, wood-
work, even the micro-
phones looked like they 
could easily find a place at 
our annual garage sale. 
This time I imagined noth-
ing accept perhaps a nice 
warm beach far way from 
the court room. The proce-
dure began. This time they 
called all 12 numbers and 
my name was not called. 
ñYeah, I am good to goò. 
After all the questioning 
and removal of various 
jurors, my name was never 
called by the clerkôs aid. 
My luck was changing, so I 
thought. This was a man-
slaughter case and an al-
ternate juror was needed. 
My name was called and 
both sides drilled me. I was 
asked if I could convict 
someone of manslaughter 
if proved beyond a reason-
able doubt. I said yes and I 
was accepted as an alter-
nate by both sides. 
 Each juror re-
ceived a badge and we 
were given our instructions 
of what we could do and 
not do. As the case pro-
ceeded I did my duty and 
became the alternate juror. 
 I am still presently 
in the jury pool and I will 
not comment on any of the 
cases I sat on, but I will 
reflect briefly on how is-
sues that were presented 

in the case trials above 
and on how we as Catho-
lics are to understand 
them. They are basic 
teachings. After all, most 
crimes unfortunately come 
down to breaking very ba-
sic commandments. Here 
are some of the issues: 
 Lying : It was obvi-
ous to me that people lie at 
the drop of a hat especially 
if they think it will keep 
them out of trouble. We 
often think that this type of 
lying ends with childhood. I 
am here to tell you that it 
doesnôt. It seems that 
some people just never 
learn. We as Catholics and 
Christians are taught that 
we must tell the truth even 
when it hurts. In truth there 
is freedom and light. In 
lying there is binding and 
darkness. Lies bond us to 
a host of other sins. When 
we lie we usually judge, 
get angry, hate and even 
slander. It brings out the 
dark side of us. This side 
we hide from not only God, 
but others as well. For 
what? So we can save our 
face? Our reputation? Our 
families? Our Job? Unfor-
tunately, we usually lose all 
of them. Too bad we do 
not learn this as children. 
Jesus is the only way, truth 
and life. 
 Stealing : Like ly-
ing, stealing is something 
we think we get beyond 
after we leave childhood. 
Unfortunately, many never 
learn that we do not take 
what is not ours. What joy 
is there in having some-
thing that was taken from 
another which is not right-
fully yours? Anyone with a 
good conscience would 
know this.

After 21 years in existence, Court Our Little 
Flower has reached a critical point. The re-
cruitment of new members has not kept pace 
with the attrition that has taken place as our 
original members have moved away, fallen ill, 
or experienced the inevitable old age. Even 
though those who regularly attend meetings 
are dedicated, it is reaching a point where it is 
hard to function effectively as a court. 
 At our last meeting before summer, 
we discussed whether we wanted to make an 
all-out effort to attract new members or to 
disband as a court. The consensus at that 
meeting was that those present did not want to 
disband if there was any way to avoid it.  The 
feeling seemed to be that the Catholic Daugh-
ters is too worthwhile an organization to let it 
fall by the wayside. 
 Just what is the Catholic Daughters 
of the Americas?
